Summary of the Proceedings 





of the first Business-Meeting of the Study Group "Music and Minorities"





held during the 35th World Conference of the ICTM in Hiroshima on 23rd of August 1999


Chair: Ursula Hemetek (Austria)





The session was divided into two parts:


- a "Study Meeting" including short papers introduced by general information on the Study Group and closed by an invitation to the forthcoming Study Group meeting.


- The first Business Meeting oft the Study Group


Study meeting:


Short introduction of history and aims of the Study group.


Minority definition was passed round, was agreed but nevertheless will be open to further discussion.


Five papers were to be read, but as two of the authors were not present and time being limited it was suggested, that only the papers of authors being present should be presented.


Zuzana Jurkova (Czech Republic): "Research on Roma Music in the Czech Republic" gave an insight on latest results in that field of research.


Anca Giurchescu (Denmark): "The Role of Dance as Identity Marker of Vlachs Settled in Denmark" stressed the great importance of music and dance in the idenitifaction process of one immigrant society.


Svanibor Pettan (Slovenia): "Music of Minorities in Slovenia" actually had tested the minorities definition used in the Study Group in a programm with students in Slovenia and found it to be useful.

Business meeting:





1. Alteration of By-laws (operating procedures):


Due to suggestions from Kirster Malm and Tilman Seebaß two alterations were approved by common consent:


The sentence: "The ICTM is a non-profit non-governmental international organization admitted to Category C of relations with UNESCO" was changed to: "The ICTM is a non-profit non-governmental international organization in formal consultative relations with UNESCO".


The number 9 of operating procedures: "Parliamentary authority" concerning the Robert´s Rules of Order governing all meetings is going to be replaced by less complicated orders.





2. Elections:


A call for nominations of officers of the Study Group was annaounced in time according to the by-laws. There were the following:

Vice-Chair: Svanibor Pettan


Secretary/Treasurer: Anca Giurchescu


There were no other nominations.


Nominated persons accepted for the following periods:

Svanibor Pettan for three years

All three persons were elected by common consent.
